NEWS FROM THE ADA

ADA Seeks to Ease
PECOS Burden on Dentists

ADA staff met with CMS officials
to discuss ways to alleviate the burden
of a requirement in the new health care
law that doctors must enroll in
Medicare as referring providers, or opt
out of the program, if they refer
patients to Medicare providers. In com-
ments submitted to CMS, the ADA
asked the agency to exclude dentists
from the requirements of the new pro-
vision if feasible.

The ADA is also seeking ways to
make it easier for doctors to comply or
opt out by requesting that CMS phase

in implementation of the program (giv-
ing dentists and other practitioners who
rarely refer or order Medicare-covered
services or equipment a longer period
of time to comply), and to delay
enforcement until six months after the
agency develops and promulgates new
user-friendly forms designed to make it
easier for referring-only providers to
comply.
